Statement II: Benefits to students
	My project, FACE IT-TRACE IT-ERASE currently serves around 500 students in 5 continents. We do most of our work at http://gceafghanistan.ning.com/group/faceittraceiteraseit  because this site is monitored by the U.S. State Department. This provides a level of security that assists the teachers in monitoring the interactions between students. This project will eventually have over 1,000 students as schools around the world continue to join the project. We even have scientists in Antarctica that have agreed to work with our students that are researching climate change and pollution. We did this so that we can eventually advertise that we are working in all 7 continents. We are almost at our goal of having 1 student from each continent on a team.
	This project has already improved student learning and has had a major impact on students, teachers, parents and communities around the world. In Afghanistan for example, the topics of government corruption and the education of women has caused amazing events in the villages around the city of Jalalabad. Some of my students have been threatened by local officials about exposing corruption. My students went on strike against the local leader and affected change in their village. One principal I was working on was be-headed by the Taliban for teaching girls. I was advised by the State department that I was not responsible for this violence but I did feel horrible over the event. They hired a new principal and they are still teaching girls. They are amazing people. One of my student’s sister in Afghanistan was being forced to marry a 60 year old man because her father was poor and needed the money. There was much discussion about this because instead of marrying the old man the young girl threw herself into the bonfire at the wedding. These are real life, powerful events that my students all over the world are learning about and they are trying to help each other deal with the harsh realities of life. My students in Lee’s Summit Missouri got a write up in the local paper about their participation in this project and the Afghanistan government had an awards ceremony for the students that completed my project last session.
	I evaluate the effectiveness of my project by grading the work that my students do and comparing the quality of their work over an extended period of time. I appraise the success by the innovations my students create and the effects their work has on their lives at home. I look for reactions from parents and local community members who are encouraged to write their feelings on each topic by coming to our website and joining the discussions. People from all over the world have praised my program. Since I belong to every major global collaboration organization I get constant feedback from my colleagues on the effectiveness of my project. We are growing by leaps and bounds. This is an indication that the project is effective and tremendously beneficial in creating healthy, intelligent global citizens.
